 Advanced recovery fee – 1 state (CA only)

 Producer Responsibility (PR): Annual fee or own 

programs -2 states

 PR: Return share – 1

 PR: Market share – 7 (most like WEEE revisions)

 PR: Return share & market share - 7

 PR: None specified, but manufacturers run their 

own programs – 6



 True patchwork of producer responsibility: goals 

(geographic and volume), requirements vary

 Very few “compliance schemes”

 Collection by many actors – some states with very 

few municipal collection entities  

 16 states with landfill bans, 3 not in “25”

 Lot of competition for recyclers to get 

manufacturer contracts
 Up to 300 total unique OEMs, but only 30-50 with 

significant obligations

 More Attention in Administration
o Interagency Task Force Report in July 2011

o Focuses on Federal Agency actions, purchases

o Export Studies – EPA and USTR

o Push for recycler certification – R2 and e-Stewards

 Less so in Congress
o R&D bill not passed in 2010, introduced again 2011, no action 

in 2012

o Export bill on both sides introduced, groups urging passage

o Voluntary National Programs
o Billion Pound Challenge, national OEM and retailer programs



 Certification:
◦ Two standards, rapid adoption – R2 and e-Stewards

 CRT Glass management – landfill as an option? 

 Assessing complete picture of laws, voluntary 

programs, and B2B activity

 Leakage from collection
◦ Brokers pay more than PR systems
